Please read all this answer! The total cost is
£245. We know this is a large amount and
there are bursaries available (and everyone
we have taken previously have made use of
these). We ask for you to pay £82—if you can
afford more, then that would be brilliant as it
means more young people are able to go
over time. If this is still too much, please do
get in touch with Charles to discuss—we
would love young people to go and have
ways of being able to raise extra if needed.

This year is a bit different from usual. When
you book, you do not need to pay a deposit.
A deposit will be needed in early May
(usually £30) with the rest due 8 weeks
before the Venture (so end of May). Again if
there are issues here, please speak to
Charles.

Bookings open on March 22nd (very
soon!). Ventures will need to decide by the
end of April if they can run—this will de-
pend on numbers, so you will need to book
by the end of April but the earlier the
better.

We will work that our nearer the time but
we will probably use a minibus or travel to-
gether in cars arranged by Holy Trinity.
There may be a small added cost if we
need to hire a minibus (E5—£10 per per-
son).

We are planning based on some re-
strictions being in place and working out
how to still make the ventures fun. There
may be restrictions like bubbles required
and we will work with these. If the
restrictions will be too limiting, the venture
will not run.

On your booking form, you will be asked
who you would like to be in a group with.
Put the names on here (if they are a
different gender, you will not be in the

same room group but could be in the same
bubble)

This
position may change but you may
also want to consider travel
insurance to cover the cost in this
instance.
